Bridges

Passes/Inlets

Keys to remember:
e Match the hatch
e Use fresh bait (both alive and dead works well)
e Use circle hooks

Best Baits:

Shrimp

Pinfish

Finger mullet

Pilchards

Blue crabs

Cut mullet/ladyfish/pinfish

o Up to 4000 series if you're fishing heavy structure for bull redfish
e Mainline:
o 101bto 15 Ib braid
e |eader:
o 20 1Ibto 25 Ib mono or fluorocarbon
